DISA’s “Security Architecture for Net-Centric Enterprise Services (NCES)” leverages 
emerging web services specifications and technologies in defining a security architecture 
aimed at increasing integration and collaboration among communities of interest within 
the DoD. 
 
This presentation will introduce the NCES Security Architecture and will present a 
methodology for developing, testing, and incorporating the NCES functions into an 
existing production system without impacting the production operation. The methodology 
will be a phased implementation approach that involves running the existing 
authentication and security scheme in parallel with a new scheme compliant with the 
NCES architecture. 
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
